ANNOUNCEMENTS:

Background: Samuel was a young child when his
parents took him to God’s tabernacle to live with Eli,
the prophet. One night, while Samuel and Eli were
sleeping, God spoke to Samuel and told Samuel of

all that God had planned for him to do. God planned
to use Samuel to speak important messages to His

people, the Israelites, and Samuel obeyed and
listened. Just like God spoke to Samuel, God speaks
to us in different ways, like through the Bible, other

people, and the Holy Spirit in our heart.

Lesson Goal: For kids to understand that God
speaks to us all in different ways, but no matter the
way (a small voice, a feeling in our heart, through

another person, etc.), we should listen to 
what God says.

DISCUSS: God Statement Here!

I wonder why this item is in our Bag of Wonder today! Our lesson is about
how God Speaks to Us. This true story comes from the Bible in 1 Samuel 3:1-
21! (Open your Bible to show the kids the verse is in the Bible then read the
explanation below).

Pass the Bag of Wonder around until each child has had a turn holding it
and guessing what’s in the bag. Offer hints to help the kids guess the item.

Help kids connect relationally and to the daily lesson by participating in the Bag of
Wonder activity together.

The goal of Explore is to help kids connect relationally and think about the Bible 
story. It should be completed in small groups of 5-7 kids per one Ministry Partner. 

CHECK-IN
The goal of check-in is to greet parents/guardians and children by name 
and help them feel known and welcome.

CONNECTION: Today we’re going to learn how God spoke to Samuel and
told him everything he had planned for him. Sometimes, God's voice is big
and loud, like He's speaking into a microphone. Other times it may be
quiet and harder to hear. No matter how God speaks to us, it's important
we always listen to God.

CONNECT: Why Does It Matter?
Help kids prepare for the lesson by thinking through the Big 3 questions and how the
lesson relates to them, personally.

CLEAN UP: Transition to Large Group
Ask kids to clean up the activity or save it to finish for the end of class. Then, ask
kids to line up and/or transition to Large Group. 

Help kids think about the lesson further and have fun by doing this activity!

MAKE: Listen to God Headband! 

Paper ears and strips, crayons/markers, tape/stapler, God statement sticker 

God speaks to us! We can talk to God anytime we
want to. Isn’t that great?! We can also listen to God
and learn about Him in His Word (the Bible!). Let’s
make a fun craft to remind us of this truth. 

Pass out one pair of ears and one set of paper
strips per child. Have children color their ears and
bands and then help them to assemble them using
tape/staplers. When finished, have the child place
the God statement sticker on the craft.

LARGE GROUP
The goal of Large Group is to help kids grow in their relationship with God
through Worship, an engaging Bible story and a time of response.

EXPECTATIONS
As kids transition to Large Group time, play the expectations video. 

HOST MOMENT
After the Large Group expectations video is finished, the Host should welcome the
kids in an engaging way and share the daily host content. 

WORSHIP
Invite your Worship Leader to come up and play the worship song videos.
Encourage kids to participate and be respectful to others. 

LESSON VIDEO
Play the daily Bible lesson video. 

BLESSING
As Large Group ends, speak this blessing over the kids.

TRANSITION
After the blessing, the Host should dismiss the kids to return quietly to their
classroom (if applicable) and transition to Respond.

REFLECT: God Speaks to Us!
Help kids reflect on the lesson by providing a quiet space for the Holy Spirit to work in
their hearts as they think about how it applies to them personally.

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WORSHIP RESPONSE

God spoke to Samuel and told him all He had planned for him to do. Even
though Samuel wasn’t sure who was speaking at first, Samuel was ready to
listen! When they realized it was God speaking, Samuel responded by saying
“Speak, Lord, I’m listening!” Samuel obeyed and listened to all God told him.
Just like God spoke to Samuel, God speaks to us in different ways, like
through the Bible, other people, and the Holy Spirit in our heart. We need to
be ready to listen!

SAY:
May you listen carefully for God’s voice! May you hear God say, “I love you!” 

BLESSING
As Large Group ends, speak this blessing over the kids.

Ask the kids to quietly participate in the following activity. Say: 
God speaks to us, too! It may not be in a loud voice, like He spoke to Samuel,
but God can speak in lots of different ways. 
Let’s all stand up and wiggle our bodies and talk to our friends. 

In a soft voice, say “Freeze!” Then in louder voice, say “Freeze!” again
Invite kids to sit back down

Was it easy to hear me speak when you were moving around and talking?
No! It was hard!

Just like that, it can be hard to hear God speak to us if we are always
going, going, going. 
Let’s take a moment right now to be still and listen for God. 

Invite kids to lay down/close eyes and be still for a few moments. 
As you lay down, be very still and listen for God. 

Did anyone hear God say anything? It’s okay if you didn’t because sometimes
God doesn’t speak directly to us in words. He can speak through grownups,
friends, worship music, the Bible, and more! 

The important thing is that we find ways to slow down so we’re ready
when God speaks to us, just like Samuel! 
God loves you and wants to speak to you!

Close the time by praying over the kids. 



CHECK-OUT
The goal of check-out is to re-connect kids with their parent and
communicate any upcoming events or announcements as families leave.

APPLY: Why Does it Matter?
Help kids process what they learned in the lesson by answering the Big 3 questions
you asked at the beginning of class. 

PRAY: Connect Relationally
Help kids understand the power of praying together. Use the Prayer Tags from Check-

Does anyone have a prayer request they’d like to share? You can also
share with a leader privately, if you don’t want to share aloud.
