ANNOUNCEMENTS:

Background: Two friends were walking to a
village called Emmaus, feeling sad because Jesus
had died. Jesus came and walked with them, but
they didn’t recognize Him at first. He explained
the Scriptures and how God’s plan had always
included Him rising from the dead. Their hearts
were filled with hope as they understood that

Jesus had truly come to save them.

Lesson Goal: For kids to understand that God
had a plan all along to save us and create a way

for us to be with Him again one day. He sent
Jesus to die on the cross for us so we can be

with God in heaven forever! Jesus is the way, the
truth, and the life!

CONNECT: Why Does It Matter?
Help kids prepare for the lesson by thinking through the Big 3 questions and how the
lesson relates to them, personally.

Worship Response Station
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WORSHIP RESPONSE

Jesus’ two friends did not recognize Him at first on the road to
Emmaus. Jesus used this time to tell the two disciples how God’s
plan had always been for Jesus to rescue everyone by dying on
the cross and rising from the dead. This is why Jesus is the only
way, truth, and life!

BLESSING

SAY: May you stand firm in Jesus who is the way, the truth,
and the life. He loves you and rescues you!

Ask the kids to quietly participate in the following activity. Say: 
Jesus is the way, the truth, and the life! 
God loves us so much that He sent Jesus to rescue us. When we follow
Jesus, He shows us the way, He leads us in truth, and He gives us life
forever with God! 
Let’s practice following Jesus right now!

Invite kids to stand and form a line. Take turns having kids walk (or
skip or hop) to the poster of Jesus as they say out loud “Jesus is the
way, the truth, and the life!” When they get to the Jesus poster, have
the kids touch it as you say “Jesus loves you!”

Jesus is the way, the truth, and the life! When we believe that and
follow Jesus with our whole hearts, we can have life with God forever!

As Large Group ends, speak this blessing over the kids.

PRAY
Help create a smooth transition from Worship Response by praying over the kids.

OFFERING
SAY:
God gives to us...so we give back to God! Offering is an opportunity every
week to give some of our money to God as a way to say “Thank you,
God!” for all He has done for us.



CHECK-OUT
The goal of check-out is to re-connect kids with their parent and
communicate any upcoming events or announcements as families leave.

APPLY: Why Does it Matter?
Help kids process what they learned in the lesson by answering the Big 3 questions
you asked at the beginning of class.

Just like the friends, I might have a hard time
understanding God's great rescue plan - that Jesus
is the way, the truth and the life. But, I can trust
what Jesus teaches me in the Bible, God's Word!

4. Why does this matter to me?

Example: I can ask Jesus to be the savior of my
life because He is the only way to get to God; I
can tell others about the good news that Jesus is
the way, the truth, and the life.
