MAKE: Globe Stress Ball Take Home

Help enforce the lesson in a tangible way with a small take home object

ZS ACTIVITY:

Peek A Boo - God is Here!

SUPPLIES: DIRECTIONS:

Assemble the take home item for each child. Place the card and ball
inside the organza bag. Place a completed bag in each child’s diaper
bag or with their items to take home.

PLAY & SAY:

If time allows, allow each child to play with the globe stress ball
(with supervision). Point to different parts of the world and talk
about how God is everywhere we go. Say, “No matter where you
go, remember that God is with you!”

ZS ACTIVITY:
God is All Around

SUPPLIES: Small blanket, burp cloth,
etc (in your classroom).

SUPPLIES: Bubbles or classroom
bubble machine

DIRECTIONS:

Sit on the floor with one child or a
group of children. Use a small
blanket, burp cloth or even a towel
to play peek a boo. Cover your face
and say, “Where did | go?” Move the
material to reveal your face and say,
“Here | am! God is here too!”

SAY:

“Even when you can’t see me, I'm
still here. God is here with us too.
God is everywhere!”

DIRECTIONS:

Find a clear space to play one on
one or with a group of babies. Blow
bubbles around the room. Let the
babies watch the bubbles, try to
touch them, etc. If you have a
classroom bubble machine, you can
also use this to create more bubbles
around the children.

SAY:
“Look! Bubbles are all around us.
God is all around us, too!”
