LESSON GOAL:

Background: Each year, Jesus and His parents went to

the temple in Jerusalem for the Passover Feast. When

Jesus was 12, they went to the feast as usual. When His
parents left to go home, Jesus stayed behind in

Jerusalem. After three days of searching, they found

Jesus in the temple courts sitting among the religious

teachers listening and asking questions. When His mom
told Jesus how worried she was about Him, Jesus

responded, "Why were you looking for me? Didn’t you

know | had to be in my Father’s house?”

Lesson Goal: For kids to understand that Jesus grew

up as a human boy, but He was also the Son of God.

Even at an early age He was learning and growing in
wisdom and knowledge of His Father. This was all part
of God’s BIG plan to use Jesus to save us from our sins.

min The goal of Explore is to help kids connect relationally and think about the Bible
story. It should be completed in small groups of 5-7 kids per one Ministry Partner.

Let’s take turns sharing 3 words about our week. I'll go first!
Share your 3 words then invite the next child to share.

@))) SAY:

Today, we are learning about how Jesus is God’s Son. This story comes
from the Bible in Luke 2:41-52. Can you open your Bible to the passage
with me so we can read it together?

v’ DO:

Read the Bible passage aloud or pick a child to read it aloud.
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<)) say:

Let’s answer THE BIG 3 questions for today’s lesson & talk about how it applies to our lives!

1. Who is our story about today?

2. What is the problem?

3. What will God do?

Supplies: Jesus in temple craft page, Jesus cut out, God statement sticker, markers/crayons, glue

v’ DO:
Pass out one temple page and Jesus cut out per
child. Have them color their papers and glue the
Jesus cut out in the temple. Then have them

place the God statement sticker on the front of
their craft.

@») SAY:
Jesus is God’s Son! We get to learn about how
Jesus went to the temple as a child. He went to be
with His father (God!) in the temple. Let’s make a
craft to help prepare us for our lesson today.

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The goal of Large Group is to help kids grow in their relationship with God
by participating in Worship and hearing an engaging Bible story.

EXPECTATIONS

As kids transition to Large Group time, play the expectations video.

HOST MOMENT

After the Large Group expectations video is finished, the Host should welcome the
kids in an engaging way and share the daily host content.

V) sAy:

Welcome! We’'re so glad you’re here today! Let’s take a few minutes to
look at our Missions project for the day and our Key Verse.

MISSION FOCUS
Introduce or share an update about the current mission focus.

KEY VERSE
Introduce the key verse then have the kids watch the Key Verse video.

PRAY FOR WORSHIP & BIBLE LESSON

WORSHIP

Invite your Worship Leader to come up and play the worship song videos.
Encourage kids to participate and be respectful to others.

SONG 1: Open the Eyes of My Heart
SONG 2: Help Me Live in Step

LESSON VIDEO

Play the daily Bible lesson video.

WORSHIP RESPONSE

Lead the kids through a quiet time of responding to what God is teaching them.

BLESSING

As Large Group ends, speak this blessing over the kids.

May you feel God'’s love for you as you remember Jesus is God’s Son and
that He came to save you from your sins!

TRANSITION

After the blessing, the Host should dismiss the kids to return quietly to their
classroom (if applicable) and transition to Respond.

Jesus grew up as a human boy, like all of us, but He was also the Son
of God. Even at an early age Jesus was learning and growing in
wisdom and knowledge of His Father. This was all part of God’s BIG
plan to use Jesus to save us from our sins. That’s why it matters so
much that Jesus is God’s Son!

v DO:
o Ask the kids to quietly participate in the following activity. Say:
o None of us are perfect. We all sin!
= Sin is anything we think, say, or do that goes against God or makes
God sad.
o Our sin separates us from God. That’s sad - let me see your sad faces.
= Here’s the good and happy news though - God loves us all so much
that He made a plan to save us from our sins. Does anyone know
what that plan was?
= That’s right! God sent His Son, Jesus, to die on the cross and rise
from the dead to save us from our sins! Thank you, Jesus!
= Jesus was born as a human boy and grew up on earth but He never
sinned! He didn’t deserve to die on the cross but He did it because
He loves us and wants us to be connected back to God!
o Let’s take some time now to say thank you and praise God for sending
Jesus to save us from our sins!
o Invite kids to stand and sing the worship song.
e Close the time by praying over the kids.

communicate any upcoming events or announcements as families leave.

v’ DO:
Encourage kids to finish their activities or play classroom games until their
parent comes to pick them up.

As kids get picked up, mention any announcements while handing them the
announcement card and ensuring they take their weekly Lesson Card.
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
