Read the Bible passage aloud or pick a child to read it aloud.

Let’s answer THE BIG 3 questions for today’s lesson & talk about how it applies to our lives!

1. Who is our story about today?

2. What is the problem?

3. What will God do?

Supplies: cloud page, Jesus paper, God statement sticker, markers/crayons

v Dpo:

Pass out 1 activity page per child and 1 paper
Jesus per child. Have the children color their
pages and add the God Statement sticker to the
top. Place the top of the strip of paper through
the slit in the cloud and make Jesus move up
into Heaven.

@))) SAY:

Today we get to learn about what happened
when Jesus was done with His earthly ministry.
When Jesus was finished here on earth, He
ascended into Heaven! Let’s make a craft to
prepare us for this lesson.

HOST MOMENT

After the Large Group expectations video is finished, the Host should welcome the
kids in an engaging way and share the daily host content.

V) sAy:

Welcome! We’'re so glad you’re here today! Let’s take a few minutes to
look at our Missions project for the day and our Key Verse.

MISSION FOCUS
Introduce or share an update about the current mission focus.

KEY VERSE
Introduce the key verse then have the kids watch the Key Verse video.

PRAY FOR WORSHIP & BIBLE LESSON

WORSHIP

Invite your Worship Leader to come up and play the worship song videos.
Encourage kids to participate and be respectful to others.

SONG 1: My Jesus
SONG 2: There is a Savior

LESSON VIDEO

Play the daily Bible lesson video.

WORSHIP RESPONSE

Lead the kids through a quiet time of responding to what God is teaching them.

BLESSING

As Large Group ends, speak this blessing over the kids.

May you rest in the hope of Jesus! May you believe that Jesus is your
Savior who loves you!

TRANSITION

After the blessing, the Host should dismiss the kids to return quietly to their
classroom (if applicable) and transition to Respond.

Supplies: tiny Jesus figures (1 per kid)

@))) SAY:

After Jesus was resurrected from the dead, His body ascended up to
Heaven to be with God. Jesus had conquered sin and death and His
earthly ministry was over. Because of Jesus, we have hope for our future.
One day, those that believe in Jesus will get to go to Heaven. Jesus is our
hope!
v’| DO:
o Ask the kids to quietly participate in the following activity. Say:
o What do you think of when you hear the word hope? Let kids answer.
= We might think about something we really hope we will get for our
birthday. Or we hope someone gets better.
o Hope in the Bible means something more than just “wishing” for
something.
= Hope is believing that God will do what He promised and waiting for
it to happen!
= Anyone who believes in Jesus will one day see Him again in Heaven
- that means we have hope IN Jesus.

o Hold up tiny Jesus figure. Is this the real Jesus? No!
= But we can use it to remind us that Jesus is our hope!
= Each of you will get a little Jesus figure to take home today. When
you see this at home, remember Jesus is YOUR hope!
e Close the time by praying over the kids.
